Grassy banks above guns – danger from steep side & barbed wire

	Assess each group and discuss visit with group leader; modify itinerary as necessary. 

Pre-visit briefing to group re: staying in groups, not running off, only going in to Gun 3  & not mounting banks above Guns 1 & 2. Close supervision at all times.

Special care/other routes taken in wet weather.

	Look out position and perimeter edge of site
	1 x 1 = 1
	Ensure group control is adequate.

Close supervision at all times.

Special care/other routes taken in wet weather.



	Exposure to weather
	1 x 1 = 1
	Listen to weather forecast.

Ensure appropriate clothing worn/carried.

Sun protection cream and water carried by group as appropriate.

	Illness or injury
	1 x 1 = 1
	First aid kit carried in coach/minibus.

Mobile phone carried.

Leaders know how to contact emergency services and at least one of the leaders speaks fluent French.

Emergency contacts with school in England and parents pre-arranged.

	Special needs of specific pupils – medical, 

behavioural, educational
	1 x 1 = 1
	Ensure adequate staff : student ratio.

Allocated member of staff to accompany at all times if necessary; they can return to coach if they need to.

Aware of pre-existing medical conditions in advance. Any necessary medication carried by student or staff member.

	‘Stranger danger’
	1 x 1 = 1
	Pre-visit briefing.

Pupils accompanied by staff.




Risk Factor Calculation:

1st figure = Likliehood of an event occurring

1 = might occur  2 = possibly will occur 3 = probably will occur

2nd figure = Consequence of an event occurring

1 = slight injury 2 = more serious injury 3 = fatality or serious injury

Total risk factor is calcualted by multiplying 1st and 2nd figure

Risk of 6 or greater is unacceptable; 4 and 5 should be monitored closely; 3 or less is acceptable
